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PAYING IT FORWARD 

 
When Jesus Christ becomes Savior and Lord of a per-
son's life, a new creation takes place (2 Cor. 5:17). Old 
things truly pass away, and new things take their place. 
This is nowhere more visible than with a person's out-

look on money and material possessions. 
 
Take Zacchaeus, for example. Here was a man who had made it to the top. He was 
literally "king of the hill" as he looked down over the city of Jericho. 
But the respect, friendship and status that Zacchaeus longed for had eluded him as 
people from all walks of life despised him. After all, he was the chief tax collector. 
 
But when Jesus entered the life of this little man, the allegiance which Zacchaeus knew 
changed. He was no longer under the control of the world system as defined by Cae-
sar. Now, he was accountable to Christ. 
 
As Ken Gire points out in Intimate Moments with the Savior, 
 
. . . his soul knows that account isn't good. The ledger is filled with entries of money 
extorted, money under the table, money skimmed off the top, money, money, money. 
That's the bottom line for Zacchaeus. The bottom line of a bankrupt life. But the Savior 
isn't looking for an audit. . . .Jesus is moved with compassion. . . .From behind the bar-
riers he has erected around his heart, a flood of repentant feelings bursts forth. . . . 
What took a lifetime to accumulate, one sentence of devotion liquidates. And not by a 
token ten percent. Half to the poor. Fourfold to the defrauded. Look closely. Witness 
the miracle - a camel passing through the eye of a needle. 
 
As Christians  (those who proclaim by that title that we are children of God through 
faith in Jesus Christ) our perspective on life should be different than non-Christians. 
How we acquire money, how we use it, and how we give it away should mark us as 
being followers of Christ. And just as Zacchaeus welcomed Jesus into his home gladly 
following that life-changing encounter at the sycamore tree, we should welcome 
Christ's presence in our lives gladly, with great joy as He alters the way we give.

Just as a congregation has an annual meeting, so each year the synod has an annual 
meeting when representatives from all the congregations of the synod come together to 
form the Voting Membership of a Synod Assembly. The purpose of the assembly is to 
hear reports of work done over the past year on our collective behalf, to elect people to 
serve in synod and churchwide leadership capacities, to deliberate issues, and to con-
sider and approve a synod budget. 
 
Who attends a Synod Assembly? 
The voting membership of the assembly includes laypersons from each congregation; 
clergy, associates in ministry and diaconal ministers under call in this synod; a 10% 
representation of the retired on the synod roster; and the Synod Council. As consti-
tuted, at least 60% of the voting members of the assembly are laypersons. Other as-
sembly participants include representatives from the ELCA churchwide offices, synod 
staff, representatives from the synod program units and related agencies and institu-
tions, special guests and visitors. 
 
Assembly Program 
Interspersed with the business, an assembly program committee plans opportunities for 
assembly participants to be inspired, grow in understanding and experience a deepen-
ing of faith. These opportunities come in the forms of worship, speakers, discussion, 
workshops, forums, service projects and fellowship. 
 
Assembly Participation 
Become a full participant in the Synod Assembly. Attend business sessions, hearings 
and workshops, join in worship and share in discussions. Meet new people and renew 
old acquaintances. You will be blessed and others will be blessed by your presence. 
May the assembly experience strengthen your faith and broaden your understanding; 
and may it further equip and encourage you as a witness to the gospel and servant of 
the Lord.

Guest Speaker Stephen Lathrop-Lee from State Farm Insurance presented a CLC Insurance 
Program Review.  Stephen gave a review of our current insurance coverage as well as giv-
ing recommendations for additional coverage for consideration.  Stephen also recom-
mended we request all groups using our facilities to provide certificates of their insurance 
liability coverage before using our church facilities.  Contact any council member if you 
have any CLC insurance concerns or questions.   

 

We had great news from Mission Investment Fund as to refinancing our mortgage.  The 
new proposal sets our mortgage at $4000.00 per month at 4.625% adjusted interest rate.  
In even better news they have also proposed a 3 year matching grant for debt reduction 
that could cut our mortgage in half in only 3 years.  MIF will match up to $40,000 in the 
first year, $50,000 in the second year, and $60,000 in the third year for a total of $150,000 
with matching funds for a total of $300,000 applied directly to the principal.  Mahalo to 
Tom Dudley and our Bishop for interceding on our behalf and blessing us with this wonder-
ful opportunity to greatly reduce our mortgage debt.  Jerry Omo has volunteered to lead
